Putting a leg on a table
with a Sliding Dovetall

Perhaps the simplest way to put
a leg onto a table is with a sliding
dovetail.

Quicker than a mortice and tenon,
yet much stronger than a dado
joint, the sliding dovetail can be
used not only with square pieces,
CH but also round pieces using the
sugar tong vice, (pictured below
and described in the final section
of this book).

1 Choose a fairly chunky dovetail cutter.
Either a WR-H-6-36-20 or a TCT

marking the centre of the joint.

Depth the cutter - not so deep as to
weaken the leg.

Carefully place the leg in the Mitre Box
up under the Plate and line up the
pencil line with the centre of the cutter
using the Centre Liner.

Iy dovetail bit.
%? Mark out the leg with a single pencil line

Bring the bit forward
through the workpiece.
Stop the cut at a
known mark.
